Killer: Execute me ‘tomorrow’

Sentenced to death for killing a bank guard,
Wade Lay will receive an automatic appeal.

Wade Lay, formally sentenced
Monday to die by lethal injection
for murdering a bank security
guard 17 months ago, told the
court that he wished his date
with the executioner could be
“tomorrow.”

District Judge Tom Gillert

scheduled a Dec. 26 execution
date, but an automatic appeal to
the state Court of Criminal Ap-
peals will delay that.

One appeal issue is a request
for a new trial based on Lay’s
ex-wife’s contention that she
knew one of the jurors who con-
victed and condemned him.

After Gillert sentenced Lay in

accordance with Sept. 28 jury
verdicts, he granted Lay’s re-
quest to make a statement.

Lay, who handled his own de-
fense at his murder trial, indicat-
ed that he had rebelled against a
tyrannical government and that
“I armed myself in resistance to
tyranny.” row.

“My son still thinks I'm right,”
Lay said. “The seeds have been
planted. You may not want to ac-
cept that.”

Lay’s son, Christopher Lay,
was his accomplice in the failed

bank robbery and shooting of
bank guard Kenneth Anderson.
Wade Lay, 44, said he was
“not asking for sympathy, be-
cause I don’t deserve it.” -
“I'm sure six or seven years
from now I'll be put to death,”
he said. “I wish it was tomor-

Gillert did not respond to Lay’s i
comments but moved directly to
other cases on his docket.

Almost a year ago, when
local environmentalists object-
ed to a plan to replace some
of the greenery at Mohawk
Park with a soccer complex,
they didn’t know whether city
officials would listen.

“Well, now we know that
they did listen,” John Ken-
nington, president of the Tul-
sa Audubon Society, said
Monday. “They listened, and
they responded.”

Making significant changes
to preserve natural habitats,
city officials will present a re-
vised plan this week for up-
dating Mohawk Park, with
the most sweeping changes
to the park since it was first
developed in the 1930s.

Instead of planting soccer

grasslands, officials will have
the soccer complex built on
newly acquired land adjacent
to the park.

And a BMX bicycle track,
along with a skateboarding
center, will be built in a part
of the park that has been de-
veloped, instead of cutting in-
to virgin forest.

“It's a much, much better
plan than it was before,” Ken-
nington said. “We were never
against the idea of a soccer
complex; we just wanted to
find a better place for it.”

He considers the revised
plan such an improvement
that he almost sounds apolo-
getic when he comes to the
word “but.”

“But while it is better than

it was before, there’s still
room for improvement,” Ken-
nington said.

Instead of building the
BMX and skateboard facilities
near the old rodeo grounds,
where traffic still has to pass
through some of the most
pristine parts of the park, the
city should build them on the
outskirts of the park, he said.

Perhaps, he suggested,
they could go near the new
location for the soccer fields,
near Mohawk’s northwest
corner.

Nature lovers have long
treasured the park as a patch
of virtually undisturbed land
within an easy drive of mid-
town.
